2010-2011 Agreement on Terms and Conditions for

Student Use of Technology at Rumney Memorial School

Rumney's use of modern technology for learning offers many powerful tools for achieving our educational mission. Using these tools the "Rumney CARES" way (Cooperation, Acting responsibly, Respecting ourselves and others, Encouraging and enjoying each other, and Safety first) requires every student technology user to honor both the letter and the spirit of the following terms and conditions, and actively strive to uphold the required level of trust.

Students will indicate their agreement with each statement and section of this agreement by initialing the line before it. Students, their parents, and Rumney classroom teachers will indicate they are joined in this agreement by signing on the lines at the bottom.

Definitions:

Learning technology refers to computers, software and equipment used with computers, projectors, recorders, cameras, microscopes, televisions, cassette, CD and DVD recorders and players, and other equipment either provided by, or used at, Rumney Memorial School. It also includes the internet, email, online search programs, Rumney’s network, and other services used either while at Rumney Memorial School, or while using equipment provided by Rumney Memorial School elsewhere.

The terms and conditions of the agreement:

A. Technology is for Educational Purposes

___l. Approved educational activities ONLY: students will use Rumney's learning technology only for approved activities with appropriate adult direction and supervision.

___2. All computer activity is open to supervision: students will allow supervising adults to view any and all information on a computers's screen, in its memory, or stored digitally without hesitation or attempt at concealment. Students will fully and honestly respond to staff requests for information about activities involving the use of technology.
___3. Share what you know: students will constructively share their technology skills with others to maximize the usefulness of learning technology for all students.

B. Responsible, Effective, and Safe Use

___1. Do things the way you've been trained: students will always follow approved procedures and instructions when using technology hardware and software, and only after receiving appropriate training.

___2. Report problems IMMEDIATELY: Students will immediately inform school staff or supervising adults whenever they encounter hardware, software, or network problems or inappropriate information content.

___3. Keep personal info to yourself: Students will not provide personal information about themselves, their family, or others, including e-mail addresses, unless a supervising adult has confirmed that the information will be used solely for a legitimate educational activity such as submitting to the Math Forum's "Problem of the Week." 

C. Respect and Responsibility (Technology Citizenship)

___1. Treat all  others with complete respect: students must refrain from ANY bullying, rumor-spreading, or any other kind of victimization of others.  Victimization of other students using equipment not belonging to the school will be treated as if it had taken place at school.

___2. Give credit to sources: students using information from electronic sources will respect them by always identifying them and indicating how to access them.

___3. Uphold security -  passwords are PRIVATE: students will keep their individual account passwords entirely to themselves. Any breach of password security, even accidental, must be reported promptly.
___4. Follow our rules: students will honor official decisions regarding the use of educational technology, including time limits and other measures designed to give all students fair and equal access to these tools. 

___5. The school can't guarantee everything will always work: while the staff at Rumney Memorial School will do its best to maintain the operating condition of technological systems used by students, the staff and school will not be responsible for lost or damaged information resulting from technical problems or unintended effects of Internet access.
D. Consequences

___1. Keeping this agreement builds trust and gives you permission to use our systems: students who honor the spirit and terms of this agreement will be allowed to use learning technology tools and access shared resources at Rumney Memorial School. It is our hope that the use of these tools will genuinely enhance their learning experiences and prepare them for many possible life applications of technology skills.

___2. Breaking this agreement undermines trust and voids your permission. Students who violate the spirit or terms of this agreement, or who use Rumney's technological resources in a manner inconsistent with the "Rumney CARES" guidelines for student behavior, may lose some or all of their user privileges for a period of time to be determined through the regular disciplinary process. Other consequences may be invoked as well if appropriate.
